___Your last IEP or 504 Plan (if you had one in school) 

___Verification of Disability Form (available on our website) 

___Registration Form (Log into the AIM portal using your Longwood credentials)

___Check our Website for Information About Disability Related Housing Requests 

___Submit all the Important Documents Listed Above That Pertain to Your Disability in the AIM portal
