PROGRAM AT A GLANCE

Our master’s can be taken in one-year as a full-time student, or two-years as a 
part-time student. The program is designed to allow you to investigate 
research-based theories in literacy, put these theories into practice, and 
examine how culture impacts literacy teaching and learning.

Official bachelor’s degree transcripts from an accredited 
college or university and all transcripts for subsequent 
coursework. 
A minimum overall undergraduate GPA of 2.75 (on a 4.0 scale). 

Two letters of recommendation — one from a supervisor.

Essay of ~500 words: Why do you seek graduate education?

Valid Virginia teaching license or equivalent from another state.

$40 application fee
